| can write or copy some
simple words correctly. | can
label some items.

| can write a few short
sentences with support, giving
basic information and using
the present tense of
frequently-used verbs.

| can write some familiar
words from memory.

There may be frequent
spelling and accent errors but
the meaning is understood.

| can write several short
sentences with support to give
information and express
simple opinions or write about
others in the third person.

| can translate familiar words
and short phrases into the
target language.

| am generally accurate in
using straightforward language
and meaning is clear, but
there may be major errors
with verbs.

| can write short texts giving
and seeking information and
opinions, referring to the past
or future as well as the
present.

| can translate longer
sentences into the target
language.

Mostly accurate and meaning
is clear but some minor errors
(spellings, genders,
agreements) and some major
errors (verbs and tenses).
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
